KINDS OF LISTENING

On different occasions you need to listen in different ways. A situation may require listening for information, critical listening conversational listening, recreational listening or a combination of these. For each kind of listening, you have a different purpose and you need different kind of effort and understanding. For example, you might listen to a song purely for enjoyment, or you might try to understand the words so that you can write an interpretation for a class assignment. In both cases, you would be listening to the same material, but your purpose and your level of attention would be quite different. In the first case you would be doing recreational listening. In the second case you would be combining listening for information and critical listening.

In informational listening, critical listening, critical listening, and conversational listening, it is important for you to be an active listener.
Active listeners weigh information and evaluate what they are hearing. In contrast, Passive listeners are uninvolved in what they are hearing. They allow their minds to wander, being alerted only when the speaker pauses, changes pace, or gives special emphasis to key words or phrases. Passive listeners often have trouble telling the different between fact and fiction, between dependable information and slick sales, talk, and between digressions and supporting examples.
